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Project visions:
It is our fundamental assumption, that Active Citizen Projects cannot and should not be seperated from the developement of personal competencies to handle the different media in the information society. Therefore we believe that these projects must integrate the developement of such competencies in the target groups.
We participate in this contact seminar to promote the following ideas :
· the general target group is the underserved part of the population, and primarly adult women with no or very little edutation and often with different ethnical backgrounds

· the target groups will take part in 6 to 12 month pilot processes with blended internet based and physically based training and inspiration
· the goals of these activities are to develope the participants personal ability to and motivation for working their way out of the social and cultural isolation and to develope a will to participate in the political, cultural and educational processes in the society
· the tools in achieving these goals are: supporting the selfconfidence of the participants by getting them to work together in safe environemnts around personal developement, media fluency and relevant political and cultural subjects

· the actitivities integrate themes from the public life, from the everyday reality of the participants and from their personal lives
· the processes will be supported by high quality pedagogy: a lot of personal guidance, a lot of media training, in which the participants will work with specially designed multimedia productions, through wich the participants can work with a diversity of possibilities of expressing themselves (narratives) 

· the processes will focus very much on supporting the participants expression training (mise en parole) both on the job and at home in the form of online and personal guidance.
It is a fundamental assumption from the Social and Health Care School, that the social activation of these groups demands very safe environments and a lot of patience and respect towards the people, we are working with. The school has a long tradition for this kind of work. At the same time the school has invested heavily in pedagogical media ressources and has established a professional in house multimedia design team to create interactive and motivating web applications. 
It is a fundamental concept for us, that such processes must develope the participants own ability to integrate themselves in the information society. Our job is to give them the tools and the environments to develope such abilities.

We are interested in developing projects in both formal and nonformal educational directions.
The school can participate in the developement of formal educational inclusion projects and through our participation in the danish consortium E-quality we can take part in the developement of nonformal acticities, organized through public institutions, trade unions or private companies.

This consortium is working with the production of netbased interactive scenarios. These multimedia scnenarios will support the developement of competencies in handling the new roles in the information society – especially in the social and health sector.
Envisaged  partnership (countries and types of institutions):
The Social and Health Care School in Aarhus and the danish consortium E-quality are interested in developing partnerships with educational institutions and public institutions througout Europe. We  believe that the complexity of the inclusion and the citizenship projects calls for a lot of transnational cooperation and knowledge sharing.
We are more interested in integrated projects, where a number of institutions work close together, than in projects where the partners just share knowledge about essentially national and isolated projects.

We have no special preferences about the nationality of the partners, but we will strongly support project partnerships with representations from both southern, northern and eastern Europe, because we believe that this diversity will serve as the best environment for such complex inclusion and citizen projects.
We have no objections against working with private partners from the different countries, but we believe that the themes of inclusion and citizenship call for a rather strong representation of public institutions.
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
