Rehabilitation of 
brain damaged patients

- a danish e-learning 
and multimedia project
▒ The Social and Health College in Aarhus, Denmark, will now expand and further develop our e-learning and multimedia projects.
The institution will in 2005 develop and design a practice based 9 month 

e-learning course for social and health staff and social and health students. 
The course will be supported by the production of a large video and case based online material. This material will be developed in house by the institution’s multimedia department, sosuMedia, in cooperation with teachers and experts.

▒ The course and products will be aiming at improving the participants competencies to support the rehabilitation and activation of brain damages patients in need of long term rehabilitation.

The project will focus on the need of the staff and students to understand the importance of avoiding short terme and excessive nursing of the patients and instead inspire the patients to work actively on their rehabilitation in all kinds of everyday situations.
▒ The project will introduce new video material and will experiment with material visualizing the point of view of the brain damaged patient.

The project will also introduce a new kind of double colleague participation: colleague one will attend the course from month one to six, and colleague two from the same care center will attend the course from month three to nine.

▒ All partipants will be properly trained in ICT and internet learning in the beginning of the course.

During the nine month of e-learning the participants will work one day per month face to face at the school. The rest of the time they will be communicating through the internet platform First Class.

Thus the project will also improve the personal competencies and media literacy of the participants.

▒ The material is expected to be used by many different social and health environments in Denmark and by many different adult educational institutions.

The Social and Health College will consider the possibilitiy of bringing the project into the European scene in 2006.
