New ways of integration...

The E-quality consortium has in the last couple of years been developing new ways of supporting the
personal integration competencies of the immigrants living in Denmark. If it is true, that the information society is for all and that all citizens in Denmark should be trained in media litteracy, then we should explore new ways of working with integration – new ways that focuses on the independent personal inclusion competencies of the participants instead of teaching them how to be integrated.


E-learning courses with personal mentoring...

The concept of this approach is to work with the immigrant women over a period of 4-6 month within a mixed face to face and online environment. The most important element in the course itself is the personal and group mentoring activities. A mentoring activity that will be based on the specific needs of the individual participant.


The media approach...

These courses will be using interactive multimedie scenarios in the online periods. The immigrant women will work with the scenarios individually or in small groups as preparation for the face to face mentor or group sessions.
The multimedia scenarios will be designed to be interactive, so that the participants can get responses and feed back on their actions and choices.

The scenarios will work with cultural, personal and language issues taken from the everyday reality of the immigrant women. Everything will be netbased and the participants will be able to access the online environments from all computers connected to the internet.

The threefold learning effects...

The pilot project will engage the participants in the development of three important fields of personal competencies within the same proces:
· the women will work with their social and cultural situation in a new way using all kinds of media and being able to interact with the material
· the women will develop active personal inclusion competencies

· the women will be trained in the use of modern ICT tools.


Designing and producing...
This kind of multimedia learning material is very expensive and the consortium is therefore trying to get financial support for the pilot project. Both national and european funds will be approached and we hope to be able to start producing in the spring of 2004. The costs of the interactiv scenarios are estimated to 200.000 euro.

Practice fields...
Several institutions working with women immigrants have already offered to provide the pilot project with practice fields.
The pilot production and the pilot courses thus will be tested within different practice environments and this will secure the further development and implementation of the project.

After the pilot production the consortium will be interested in projects implementing the scenarios and the courses in other language cultures within the European Union.


The consortium

The E-quality consortium has a lot of experience in the development of interactive scenarios for different target goups. The members of the consortium are involved in producing interactive scenarios for competency development in a several other contexts.
The consortium consist of representatives from Courseware Scandinavia (providers of e-learning and content), The Niras Consultents (often counselling and evaluating for the Ministry of Education) and The Social and Health Care School in Aarhus (developing e-learning environments for low educated adults).
